in his own pay scale vide notification dated 26-05-2022. He assumed the
~charge of his duties on 13-06-2022. (Copy annexed “C” & “C1”) o
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" That to the appellant’s utter surprise he was once again transferred and posted

as DIG Regional Prison Office Mardan in his own pay scale vide impugned
order dated 12—08_-2022. (Annex “A”)

The appellant was pre-maturely transferred just after 02 and a half months of

his assumption of charge as Superintendent Jail Mardan. The appellant was
shocked to receive such an arbitrary treatment without any sufficient cause or

plausible explanation. .

That the’appellant preferred- a departmental appeal dated 17-08-2022 "against
the impugned pre-mature transfer order but was not replied upon till the lapse of
statutory period of limitation. (Annex “B”)

Feeling aggrieved and finding no other appropriate remedy, the appellant

appellant was lawfully entitled to enjoy his normal tenure of posting for a
minimum period of 03 years, but was however denied the said benefit.

. That the worthy Tribunal in its recent decision passed vide judgment and order

dated 17-01-2022 in service appeal No. 7786/2021, titled, “Magsood ur
Rehman Vs Govt. of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa” has categorically held that, the
transfer order based on malafide, administrative expediencies and without

taking into consideration the tenure of the office at the place office posting is.

Feeing aggrieved, the app.ellant filed departmental appeal
dated 11-11-.2021, which was not responded within the stipu_lated ,timeframe,

Learned counsel for the appellant has contended that the"a.ppellant has
not been treated in accordance with law and rule on the subject in violation of
Article-4 and 25 of the Consticution and law of the land; tha_t' the impugned order
is based on malafide, which is evident from the way the appellant'was tl_'eated,
which does not have the support of anyAIaw; that the entire episode is aimed at
vested interests to dislodge the appellent and pave way for accommodatjng

(t the facts, the admlnlstratlve department proposed a fact-f‘ nding lan|ry but

the appellant was also transferred on administrative grounds before |n|t|atlon of -
such inquiry. It is a Settled law that a civil ser_vant cannot be pen'allzed merely
because of allegations and suéh punishment would’ be had unless such ofﬁcial
was found gullty In the- instant case too,- neither any of the charge is yet proved
against him nor any dlsaplmary proceedlngs are initiated agalnst him, hence-.

already been submitted to the chief minister for cancellatlon of the impugned
