December, 2020. (Copy of KPK Employees Regularization

That the petitioner has served Finance Department since 2001 

and was regularized in 2018 however the petitioner was 

neither provided gratuity from Fund Cell Finance Department 

nor counted his service towards pension. In the meanwhile, 

the Fund Cell, Finance Department appointed Fund Manager 

on contract basis who served for two ■& half years (From 2P^ 

December, 2017 to 10'^ July, 2020) and was paid heavy 

gratuity from GPI and Pension Funds. (Copy of minutes 

already annexed at J).

That the petitioner filed appeal before the respondent No. 2 

for counting of previous service towards pension, however 

the same was turned down. (Copy of appeal and order 

dated 19“' January, 2023 as annexed at K and L).
That the petitioner being aggrieved from the decision of the 

respondent, hence this appeal on the following amongst the 

others grounds:
