This service appeal is against the order dated2.

13.03.2012 of the competent authority whereby penalty of

reduction from the rank of Lady Head Constable to

Constable was imposed on the appellant for a period of 05

years. Her departmental appeal has also been rejected by

the appellate authority vide order dated 18.04.2012, hence

this appeal under Section 4 of the IChyber Pakhtunkhwa

Service Tribunal Act, 1974.

Arguments heard and record perused.3.

According to record, one Mst. Ruqia was4.

involved in a case Vide FIR No. 283 dated 06.07.2011

U/S 5/16 ZO/109 PPC P.S Balambat. It seems that she

was sent to Darul Aman, Swat. The appellant allegedly
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collected her from Darul Aman with one Daud where-after

she »ias-becQfme allegedly missing. Father-in-law of Mst.

Ruqia made a complaint to the police high ups as a result

of which departmental proceedings were initiated against
■'-'a

the appellant. Charge sheet and statement of allegations

were issued to the appellant. Enquiry was conducted by

enquiry committee comprising of Mr. Gul Noor Khan DSP

(Headquarters) and Mr. Khan Faqir Khan, RI Police Lines

who have submitted their enquiry report. The competent

authority vide his order dated 13.3.2012 imposed the said

penalty on the appellant and her departmental appeal also

did not succeed.

n From perusal of the record it transpired that in5.

case of Mst. Ruqia, the appellant had also received some

money for Mst. Ruqia which shows her involvement in the

case. It was not shown on behalf of the appellant that Mst.

Ruqia has been recovered and that after her recovery she

had given statement in favour of the appellant. Perusal of

the impugned order shows that opportunity of proper

defence and personal hearing was provided to the

appellant. The competent authority has also stated in the

impugned order that a lenient view has been taken,

therefore, instead of dismissing her from service, the

appellant has been reduced to lower rank. From the

available record, it is not clear that the appellant collected

her.from Darul Arnah with illegal means, so we further
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inclined to reduce her punishment from 5 years to 3 years.

In the circumstances of the case, the Tribunal6.

modifies order of the competent authority dated 12.3.2012

thereby penalty of reduction of the appellant from the rank

of Head Constable to Constable will be effective for 3

years instead of 5 years. The appeal is disposed of

according. Parties are left to bear their own costs. File be

consigned to the record room.
