2015, the appellant was appointed as PST vide appointment order dated 05- 

03-2016 having marks/merit 92.82, while after promulgation of the 

regularization Act 2017, for the employees of the E&SE Department, he has 

been placed in the seniority list accordingly as per section 17 (Part-vi) 

Seniority of the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa civil servants (Appointment, 

promotion, and transfer) rules 1989.

(“Part-vi) Seniority.
17. Seniority. — (1) the seniority inters se of civil servants [appointed to 

a service, cadre or post] shall be determined. -—
(a) In the case of persons appointed by initial recruitments, in 

accordance with the order of merit assigned by the commission 

[or, as the case may be, the Departmental selection committee;].) 

Thus, as per the rules ibid, the appellant has been placed in his right position 

in the seniority list, (copy of the relevant page of the APT Rules 1989 is 

attached as “A”, Copy of the appointment order dated 05-03-2016 is 

attached as “B”, Copy of the regularization Act 2017 is attached as “C”, 

Copy of the regularization order dated 21-03-2018 is attached as “D”).

5. Para-5of the facts is correct that the appellant has been placed in the 

seniority list on the basis of the merit as per section 17 (Part-vi) Seniority of 

the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa civil servants (Appointment, promotion, and 

transfer) rules 1989. Furthermore, terms and condition No.9 of the 

regularization notification dated 21-03-2018, as for those candidates whose 

are having same merit position in their first appointment order.

Expfanathn-JL—If a junior person in a lower post is promoted to a higher post by 
superseding a senior person and subsequently that senior person is also promoted the person 
promoted first shall rank senior to the person promoted subsequently; provided that junior person 
shall not be deemed to have superseded a senior person If the case of the senior person is 
deferred for the time being for want of certain information or for incompletion of record or for any 
other reason not attributing to his fault or demerit.

Explanation-in.—fK junior person shall be deemed to have superseded a senior person 
only if both the junior and the senior persons were considered for the higher post and the junior 
person was appointed in preference to the senior person.

(2) Seniority in various cadres of civil servants appointed , by initial recruitmerit vis-a- 
viz those appointed otherwise shall bC'determined with reference to the dates of their regular 
appointment to a post in that cadre; provided that if two dates are the same, the person appointed 
otherwise shall rank senior to the person appointed by initial recruitment.

^[(3) In the event of merger/restructuring of the departments, attached departments 
or subordinate Offices, the inter se seniority of civil servants affected by the merger / restructuring 
as aforesaid shall be determined in accordance with the date of their regular appointment to a 
cadre or post.]
