FACTS;-

1. Pertains to record, hence needs no comments.

Incorrect and denied, the appellant was directly charged in case FIR No. 272 

dated 17.04.2023 u/s 365A/386/387/148/149 PPG by PS Cantt; DlKhan, he 

was lawfully arrested in the case. Being a member of disciplined Force i.e. 
KP Police, he was dealt departmentally, a proper charge sheet & statement 

of allegations were served upon him. During course of enquiry, the enquiry 

officer recorded his statement along with the then. SHO PS Cantt: DlKhan, 

SI Javed & 1.0 of the case SI Shah Jehan. Wherein, the appellant denied all 

the allegations leveled against him, however, he did not produce any prove 

regarding his innocence, while on other hand, the then SHO PS Cantt: 

DlKhan & 10 of the case as already mentioned above, stated in their 

statements that the appellant is guilty and the case is genuine. Similarly, after 

completion of all codal formalities the enquiry officer found him guilty and 

recommended him for appropriate punishment. Hence, the competent 
authority awarded him major punishment of dismissal from service vide 

order No. 315 dated 12.06.2023 (copy ofFIRNo. 272 dated 17.04.2023 u/s 

365A/386/387/148/149 PPC by PS Cantt: DlKhan «& complete departmental 

enquiry till dismissal order are annexed as annexure “A” & “B” 

respectively).

Correct to the extent that the statement of allegations and charge sheet 

served upon him and in defense, he. submitted his reply, but badly failed to 

satisfy his high ups.

Correct to the extent that, the appellant filed departmental appeal, which is 

still under process. A proper departmental enquiry was initiated against the 

enquiry officer namely Inspector Pervez Hussain Shah (the then Enquiry 

Officer) for carrying out poor enquiry. Moreover, the departmental appeal 

shall be disposed of upon the disposal of the enquiry. The Hon’ble court will 

be informed, on disposal of same accordingly.

A. Incorrect, the detailed reply has already explained in the preceding Paras. 
Incorrect, the appellant was direetly charged in case vide FIR No. 272 dated 
17.04.2023 u/s 365A/386/387/148/149 PPC by PS Cantt: DIKhan, he 
lawfully arrested in the case. Being a member of disciplined Force i.e. KP 
Police, he was dealt departmentally, a proper eharge sheet & statement of 
allegations were served upon him. During course of enquiry, the enquiry 
officer recorded his statement along with the then SHO PS Cantt: DIKhan, 
SI Javeed & I.O of the case SI Shah Jehan. Wherein, the defaulter official 
ignored all the allegations leveled against him, however, he did not produce 
any prove regarding his written statement that he is innocent, while on other 
hand, the then SHO PS Cantt: DIKhan «fe lO of the case as already mentioned 
above, had stated in their statements that the appellant is guilty and the 
is genuine. Similarly, after completion of all codal formalities the 
officer found him guilty and recommended him for appropriate punishment. 
Hence, the competent authority awarded him major punishment dismissal 
from service vide order No. 315 dated 12.06.2023 which is a valid order. 
Incorrect and denied, the appellant was direetly charged and lawfully arrested 
in case vide FIR No. 272 dated 17.04.2023 u/s 365A/386/387/148/149 PPC 
by PS Cantt: DIKhan. Simultaneously, a proper departmental action was 
taken against him as well as investigation of the case was carried out by the 
Investigation Officer Sub Inspector Shah Jehan. During course of the 
enquiry, the enquiry officer, called the defaulter official, the then SHO PS 
Cantt: DIKhan and Investigation Officer of the case, they all were heard 
personally & recorded their statements. As per their statements, the appellant 
denied all the allegations leveled against him but couldn’t prove himself as 
an innocent, while the then SHO & 1.0 of the case stated in their statements 
that the case is genuine and as per investigation of the case he is found guilty 
and challan has already been sent to the concerned court of law. Moreover,

18.07.2023 the accused now appellant was discharged by the court of law 
basis of compromise with abductee and complainant of .the case, which 

does not absolve the appellant from liability of his crime/oftence. It is worth 

to mention here that. As per page 217 under chapter Departmental Proceedings 
vis-a-vis Judicial Proceedings of Esta Code KPK both the criminal 
departmental proceedings can run parallel to each other against an accused 
officer/official and such proceedings are not dependent on each other vide 
(Authority: Circular letter No. SOR.II9S&GAD)/869JC)M dated 08.01.1990) the 
contents of the aforementioned Esta Code KPK are strongly supported by the

Incorrect, he was discharged from the case on the basis of compromise, which 
is sufficient proof that the appellant was guilty. Moreover, during course of 
departmental enquiry all the allegations leveled against him were stand 
proved.
Incorrect, after involvement in criminal case of kidnapping/abduction of an 
innocent citizen for ransom, a proper departmental enquiry was initiated 
against him under the prevailing law and rules. During the course of enquiry 
ample of opportunities were given, he was heard in person but he badly failed 
to prove himself as innocent. Moreover, the issuance of Final Show Cause 
Notice is not mandatory for awarding punishment, while for imposing 
punishment a proper disciplinary/departmental proceedings is mandatory, 
which has already done in accordance with law/rules.
Incorrect, the respondent No. 4 being competent authority properly charge 
sheeted the defaulter official St summary of allegations was served upon the 
defaulter official and Inspector Pervez Hussain Shah of CTD DIKhan Regi 
was appointed as enquiry officer. During course of enquiry, all facts and 
material were placed on the enquiry file and brought into notice of the 
respondent No.4. Hence, respondent No. 4 awarded him major punishment 
of dismissal from service.
The facts mentioned above may please be considered sufficient grounds for 
the dismissal of instant appeal, however, respondents may please be allowed 
to raise additional grounds at the time of arguments.

ORDER

This order is aimed to dispose-off the departmental proceedings conducted against 
Sub Inspector Haider All Shah, B/19 of CTD DIKhan Region-I, underthe Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, Police Rules, 
1975 (amendment 2014) vide this office C/S No.ll5/EC CTD dated 18.04.2023 on the following 
allegations.

He while posted as SHO PS CTD DIKhan Region-1, found involved in FIR No. 272 dated 
17.04.2023 u/s 365A-386-387-148-149 PPC of PS Cantt DIKhan. Being part of disciplined force, this act 
on his part amounts to gross misconduct and punishable underthe purview of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Police 
Rules 1975 amended 2014.

He was placed under suspension and issued charge sheet on the allegation ibid. Enquiry 
proceedings were entrusted to Mr.Peivez Hussain Shah. Inspector CTD DIKhan under Police Rules-1975 
ammended-2014. The Enquiry Officer submitted his finding report in which he stated that the defaulter SI Is 
found guilty of the charges levelled against him in the FIR stated above and recommended to award him 
appropriate punishment.

The defaulter Sub Inspector was called in before the undersigned to offer anything else his 
self-defence, but he could not advance any cogent reason.

Keeping in view of findings report of the Enquiry Officer and conduct of the defaulter Sub 
Inspector, the undersigned came to the conclusion that the charges levelled against him have been proved 
beyond the shadow of doubt.

Therefore, in exercise of powers vested upon undersigned; I, Fazal Wahid. Superintendent 
of Police, CTD DIKhan Region-1 hereby award him major punishment of “Dismissal from service with 
immediate effect”.

2-A & 4—Constitution of Pakistan (1973), Art. 185(3)—Dismissal frorn 
service—Findings of Service Tribunal based upon findings recorded by other 
forunus—Validity—Acquittal from criminal charge—Effect-Employee of Banking Company 
was dismissed from service—Labour Court reinstated the employee and Criminal Court 
acquitted him of the charge-After insertion of S.2-A. in Service Tribunals Act, 1973 matter was 
transferred to Service Tribunal and the Tribunal on the basis of findings recorded by Labour 
Court as well as by the Criminal Court allowed appeal of the employee and he was reinstated in 
service—Legality—Instead of basing its decision on finding of a forum which had no 
jurisdiction to decide the case, the Service Tribunal should have examined the case 
independently on the basis of material collected during departmental inquiry including show 
cause notice and inquiry report—Conclusion drawn by Criminal Court would have no bearing 
on the departmental proceedings as the latter had to be decided independently —Where the 
Tribunal had not applied its independent mind, such findings of the Tribunal were not 
sustainable—Petition for leave to .appeal was converted into appeal, and Judgment passed by 
Service Tribunal was set aside—Case was remanded to Service Tribunal for decision afresh.

have he^d learned counsel for ihe appellants and have also gone through the impugned 
judgment, dated 9-12-2000 passed by the Federal Service Tribunal, Islamabad. It is noteworthy 
mat die Service Tribunal had based its judgment on the fmdings of Presiding Officer Labour 
Court recorded while disposing of application under section 25-A of the I.R.O., 1969 filed by the 
respondent, the order of the Criminal Court acquitting the respondent-employee from the 
criminal charge has also been considered as one of the factor for his reinstatement. It is 
well-settled that the departmental proceedings are different and distinct from the criminal charge 
which if has been levelled simultaneously against an employee. Likewise the Tribunal may have 
not taken into consideration the fmdings recorded in favour of the, respondent by ihe Labour 
Court because after the amendment in the Civil Servants Act by means of section 2-A for the 
purpose of the Service Tribunal the respondent employee had been treated to be a civil servant 
with a right to approach Service Tribunal for his redressal of grievance. Therefore, the Service 
Tribunal will examine his case independently on the basis of material collected during the 
departmental inquiry including show cause notice and Inquiry Report etc., instead of basing its 
decision on the finding of a forum which firstly had no jurisdiction to decide the case secondly 
any finding recorded by the criminal Court regarding criminal charges against an employee 
ariring out of the same transaction because no conclusion drawn in this behalf by a Criminal 
Court will have any bearing on the departmental proceedings which oqght to have decided 
independently. U may be noted that in fact impugned orders have not bebn passed by the Service 
Tribunal by applying its judicial mind and had disposed of the appeals in a mechanical manner 
just observing that as Presiding Officer of Labour Court had recorded finding in favour of the 
respondent and the Criminal Court has also acquitted him of the charge, therefore, he is ordered 
to be reinstated. Such findings, however, are not sustainable in law thus deserves interference by 
this Court.

As a result of above discussion, these petitions are converted into appeals arid allowed. Both the 
cases are remanded to the Federal Service for decision of the appeals expeditiously as far as 
possible within a period of three months preferably. No order as to costs.

ABDUL HAMEED DOGAR, J.— This petition is directed against judgment, dated 10-5-2005 passe 
by learned N.-W.F.R Service Tribunal, camp at D.I. Khan whereby Appeal No.180 of 2004 filed b 

pondent was allowed and he was reinstated into service without back-benefits.

2. Brief facts leading to the filing of instant petition are that respondent was dismissed from serxiev i 
the allegation that on 12-7-2001 he was found in possession of 225 grains of Chares. Case was rcgisiert 
against him in which he was arrested and sent up to face the trial. According to learned counsel for tl 
respondent he made representation to the competent authority but did avail the remedy of filing appe 
before the learned Tribunal challenging his dismissal. According to him after his acquittal from tl 
criminal case wliich took place on 9-10-2003 he filed instant appeal before Tribunal on mam

" on the ground that he was acquitted from criminal charges as such be reinstated in service. The appeal 
before the Tribunal was filed belatedly from date of his dismissal and after five months from the date of 
his acquittal from the criminal chafes. This being so, respondent has lost his right and cannot h*'’ 
reinstatement. By now it is the settled principle of law that acquittal of civil servant from criminal charges 
would have absolutely no bearing on the merits of the case as the disciplinary proceedings arc to x' 
initialed according to service rules independently. Reliance can be made to the cases of Executive 
Engineer and others v. Zaliid Sharif 2005 SCMR 824 wherein it has been held Uiai acquittal of civi - 
servant from Court would not impose any bar for initiation of disciplinary proceedings as his acquitta 
would have no bearing on disciplinary proceedings at all. in case of Sami Ullah v. Inspwtor-Genera o 
Police and others 2006 SCMR 554 it has been held that acquittal of petitioner from criminal case would 
have absolutely no bearing on the merits of the case and in the case of N.E.D. University of Engineering 
and Technology v. Syed Ashfaq Hussain Shall 2006 SCMR 453 it has been held that deparlinenial 
representation of civil servant was barred by limitation and on the basis of such representation Service 
Tribunal could not reinstate him in service.

3. In view of what has been discussed hereinabove and the case-law referred (supra) the impugned 
judgment reinstating the respondent in service after acquittal from the criminal charge is not sustainable in 
law hence the same is set aside. The petition is converted into appeal and allowed. The order of dismissal 
from serv'ice of respondent is maintained.
